Sentence Writing - Dictation Strategy

Say sentence
Child repeats

My Turn, Your Turn (MTYT) until child can remember the sentence
easily
As you say it -
= put emphasis on different words each time
» say sentence in different voices e.g. whisper
= show number of words on fingers as you say each word
= state number of words in sentence
= discuss punctuation

If required, model sentence on white board/ paper. Hide sentence.
Say sentence once more. MTYT

Child writes sentence, reads it back to check for errors
